Fire Safety Checklist
All vendors serving food prepared over any type of heating source in the Town of Selma are required to consent to a Fire Inspection performed by the Selma Fire Department Fire Prevention Staff. This inspection will ensure that the vendor is prepared for a fire related emergency during the event. The Following is a list of items that the inspector will be checking.
____	A minimum of a 10lb ABC extinguisher is readily available for all cooking vendors. 
____	A class K fire extinguisher is readily available for all vendors using any type of cooking oil.
____	All fire extinguishers must be inspected by a certified extinguisher company within one year of the date of the operation, with documentation provided.
____	All tents used over 400 square feet must be flame resistant with documentation provided.
____	All electrical equipment will be used with a listed surge protector. All extension cords shall be used in a safe and temporary manner. The inspector will ensure that circuits are not overloaded. 
Vendors will not be allowed to operate if any of these provisions are not met. A $10.00 fee will be charged for vendor inspections. A $30.00 fee will be charged for a tent inspection over 400sq ft.
