Rules & Regulations

« Limited spaces are available and entries are generally accepted on a first come, first serve basis. The Town
of Selma reserves the right to accept or deny any entry application.

* The parade will not be cancelled due to weather conditions. Come prepared for rain, cold or heat.

« Do not tailgate or leave gaps! Keep about four car lengths (approx. 50 feet) between each entry at all times
and drive no faster than 5 mph.

e This is a family event; therefore, participants may not act in a lewd manner and shall dress appropriately.

e It is the responsibility of parents with children participating in the parade to make necessary arrangements to
have children met and picked up at designated points.

« All marching, dancing, or performing art units are to keep moving. You may stop in front of the review stand
at Anderson and Raiford Street.

» Sound systems should be placed with the speakers facing the sides of the entry so that maximum sound will
reach the audience with minimum interference to entries preceding and following yours.

e Refunds will not be given for any reason once monies are paid.
