CARTS CANNOT BE PLACED BY THE ROAD BEFORE 4PM THE DAY PRIOR TO YOUR SCHEDULED
COLLECTIONS & THEY MUST BE REMOVED NO LATER THAN 8AM THE DAY AFTER COLLECTIONS.
