About Us 

The Selma Fire Department is a combination department serving: 

• 5+ square miles within the Town 

• 14 square miles of rural district 

• A population of 8,000+ residents 

Our protection area includes residential neighborhoods, commercial properties, 
industrial facilities, agricultural areas, interstate corridors, highways, and railroad 

infrastructure. 

We are staffed 24 hours a day to ensure rapid, professional emergency 

response. 

 

 Our Department 

Our department consists of dedicated career, part-time, and volunteer 

professionals: 

• 3 Captains 

• 3 Lieutenants 
• 3 Engineers 

• 6 Full-Time Firefighters 

• 3 Part-Time Firefighters 
• 7 Volunteer Firefighters 

• 1 Fire Marshal 

• 1 Assistant Fire Chief 

• 1 Fire Chief 

Each shift operates on a 48/96 rotating schedule, providing continuous 

coverage with a Captain, Engineer, and two Firefighters on duty 24/7.

Class 2 Fire Protection Rating 

The Selma Fire Department maintains a Class 2 Fire Protection 

Rating district-wide, reflecting our high standards of training, 

equipment, and operational readiness. 

Within the Johnston County Fire Tax District, the rural fire tax 

rate is 11.5 cents per $100 of property valuation.
